The table below  highlights  the  type  of  trust  which  submitted  bids  to  NHS Resolution  and  the percentage of  these which were successful.  As  the criteria for bidding were restricted to NHS Resolution’s clinical  scheme,  it  was  difficult for  ambulance  trusts  and  particularly mental health trusts to evidence a safety improvement plan to reduce claims since their claims fall largely under NHS Resolution’s non clinical schemes.
